The cost of each TDR100 is $3650 and there is a 4% education 

discount.  If you need a formal quote please let me know and I will 

ask an applications engineer to generate one.

The TDR100 comes with the PCTDR software to display waveforms 

and determine dielectric permittivity so there are no options.  The 

protection is set so we wouldn't be able to add a heavy duty zener.  

Your units and 1 other out of almost 400 are the only ones 

damaged to date so it's an application issue.

With regard to building a microTDR, that's a completely new 

endeavor, and I can give no estimate of cost or indication of our 

interest.  The TDR100 is the product we will stay with for awhile.
